It is important for us to recognize and award animators who have contributed to the development of the standard of 
this industry.  Animators are invited to submit their pieces which are then judged by an international panel who 
review and select the winners.

MOST OUTSTANDING ANIMATION
This award is given for the most outstanding animation submitted using animation, graphics, electronically generated 
or any other experimental images that shows outstanding visual and aural creativity, a mastery of craft skills, 
innovation and initiative.

This award is presented to the animation that impressed the judges as one that stood out and as such demonstrated 
uniqueness aesthetically and creatively.

MOST OUTSTANDING CARIBBEAN ANIMATION
This award is given for the most outstanding animation submitted from any of the Caribbean Islands. The festival is a 
platform for Caribbean animation and as such this award is to encourage producers from the Caribbean region to 
develop their craft.

MOST PROMISING NEWCOMER
This is awarded to the most outstanding work by any animator who is submitting to the festival for the first time. 
Judges will look in particular for originality, creativity and audience appeal

MOST SUCCESSFUL COMMERCIAL ANIMATION
This is awarded to any outstanding animation used in the commercial industry. Therefore animation used in TV 
commercials, music videos, web-pages etc. All commercial entries must have been produced during the 2006/2008 
period.

MOST SUCCESSFUL STUDENT ANIMATION
This is awarded to any outstanding animation created while attending any training facility. Judges are looking mostly 
for potential and promise. Applicant must include the name of the institution and the year it was produced. Award 
winners will be announced on the night of the Gala and Award ceremony on Sunday 28th of September 2008. 

PEOPLE CHOICE AWARD
This award is selected at the end of the festival and is determined by the public’s vote during the festival.

All persons submitting are invited to the Gala Night and have first preference to all workshops and seminars (free of 
charge). This is a night to network and meet the International Judges and Workshop Trainers.
